Real gross domestic product (GDP) in Central Oregon has been in-
creasing for more than a decade, with the majority of growth driven 
by Deschutes County. In 2021, the real GDP in Deschutes County was 
$10,243,131, having grown 9.1% from 2020 ($9,384,596). Growing at 
an even faster rate of 15.3% from 2020 to 2021, Crook County’s real 
GDP was $945,341 in 2021. Unlike in the Great Recession, when out-
put in all Central Oregon counties decreased to some extent over a 
three to four year period starting in 2007, this past recession saw out-
put increase in both Deschutes County (+0.5%) and Crook County 
(+5.2%) and decrease in Jefferson County (-3.3%) in 2020.  
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
